
Last year, about 250 individuals logged thousands of volunteer hours at the Franklin County Dog Shelter.  These 

dedicated volunteers donate their time to walk dogs, assist with baths and grooming, sort newspapers for cages, and 

act as escorts for the dogs at community adoption events. In addition, specially trained volunteers assist with cus-

tomer service and adoption counseling while others open their homes as foster homes. 

òAll of our volunteers do a tremendous service for the shelter dogsó states Lou Steinke, volunteer coordinator. 

òMany come by during the day to walk dogs, and after being cooped up in their cages, it gives them a welcome op-

portunity to run and play and just be a dogó. 

In 2006, volunteers logged in 13,657 hours and over 15,000 in 2007.  Per Lou Steinke, òI can measure the number of 

hours logged in, but the positive impact these volunteers have on the dogs is immeasurableó.  

Local businesses now also play a great role. JPMorgan Chase has a group of employees that volunteer one day a 

month while other organizations such as Anthem, Delloitte, UPS and numerous Girl and Boy Scout troops coordi-

nate special volunteer event days.  These employee groups often supervise doggie playgroups in the exercise yard, 

allowing the staff to clean an entire adoption ward. 

òThe goal is to get each dog outside for some fresh air each and every dayó states Steinke.  With over 300 dogs in 

the facility, itõs not always possible. We welcome any individual or group who would like to come and help us reach 

that goal.ó
